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Project Summary 
 
The Welshpool and District 
Community have developed a 
community plan aimed at 
surveying and documenting the 
aspirations and values of the local 
people. 
 
Four separate workshops were 
held as well as a number of 
surveys.  The results of these are 
attached.  All comments made 
have been listed.  While there 
was a diversity of issues raised 
however it was interesting to see 
the areas where there was 
consensus across all of the communities and age groups.  Notably these were what 
people most liked about the area i.e. the sense of community, the beautiful landscape, 
natural environment and the feeling of safety.  Most agreed that any industry wanting to 
establish here must not threaten those attributes. 
 
The most supported projects for the area were the establishment of a Marina at Port 
Welshpool and a series of walking tracks and trails connecting the three communities. 
 
Our youth expressed a need for safe access to outdoor recreation areas.  They want to get 
out and ride their bikes and horses in safety.  This highlights the need to establish safe 
walking tracks linking Welshpool and Port Welshpool, which would make access to the 
Recreational Reserve and the beach at Port Welshpool accessible to off road pedestrian 
traffic. 
 
The issue of a lack of entertainment for older children was raised consistently.  Events 
such as discos and Freeza concerts should be encouraged. 
 
The lack of future employment opportunities for our youth as well as part time work during 
their school years was raised.  Encouraging tourism-based industries could help to supply 
part time work for some of our youth as well as providing local career opportunities.

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Format 
 
The Forum consisted of: 
 

1. An introduction by the facilitator-Doug Stark.  

2. Two introductory getting to know you exercises. 

3. A questionnaire to discover basic information about the participants. 

4. Individuals and small groups examining the advantages and disadvantages 
for young people of living in the Welshpool area. 

5. A "Mindmap" exercise which consisted of a focused brainstorm of what 
needs to happen to  

6. improve the lives of young people in the district. 

7. A "Futures" guided imagery exercise to allow participants to imagine 
themselves and the 

8. Welshpool district in 10 years time. 

9. A written evaluation of the day. 
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Participants 
 
The Youth Forum consisted of nine young participants: 6 females and 3 males, ranging in 
age from 8-15 years of age and was also attended by six adults from the community. Most 
people lived either in Welshpool or Hedley. Participants found out about the Forum either 
through their parents or the Junior Fire Brigade and attended, for the most part, because 
they wanted to have a say in the decision making about the future of Welshpool and the 
surrounding area. 
 
The expectation of the day was that the young people present would be listened to and 
that at least some of the ideas generated would be translated into new activities for them 
in Welshpool. Participants had a range of outside interests including Tae-kwon-do, music, 
swimming, shooting, motor bikes, school, boys, having fun, being happy and Harry Potter. 
 
The most important people in their lives were Mum, Dad and friends with the main reason 
being the support they obtained from them. The main advantage of living in the Welshpool 
district stated in the questionnaires was the fact that it is a quiet and friendly place. The 
disadvantages included not a lot to do for young people, lack of shops catering for 
teenagers and the fact that friends lived some distance away and it is difficult to get to see 
them. 
 
In relation to being able to change one thing in the area the main thing suggested was 
using the railway track in a variety of ways , for walking, cycling or motor bike riding. 
 
The person most admired by the participants included: Mum, Mr Bean, a teacher from the 
Alpine school, and Tony Lockett. 
In 10 years time participants expected to: have invented a variety of things; be training for 
the Olympics; working as a hairdresser, singer or model; going to university.

"Futures" - Guided Imagery Exercise 
 
Participants responded to this by drawing or writing about their "futures". Generally, 
responses indicated that the young people may not be living in the Welshpool area but 
would be coming back frequently to visit. Most responses were optimistic about the future 
of Welshpool: less run down; more people; bigger; more exciting; colourful; a tourist 
destination-but still a community. 
 
N.B. It would be valuable to do this particular exercise with a larger group of young people 
and get them to explain their responses to the whole group. 
 
 

Evaluation 
 
For the majority of the participants the best part of the Forum was the opportunity to be 
with other young people and have their say on a range of issues and present their ideas. 
Generally participants wanted at least some of the ideas explored further and at least one 
individual suggested looking into the idea of funding to assist development of some of the 
ideas raised. 
 
Overall participants found the Forum interesting, but would have liked more young people 
to be present. A final comment from one participant it was much better than they had 
anticipated and that they were excited about the future. 
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Suggestions for Follow Up 
 

1. This process be followed up and explored with a larger, more 
representative group of young people, possibly the Welshpool Junior Fire 
Brigade group. 

2. That a priority list be established of activities that might be put into 
operation. 

3. A smaller group be formed to concentrate on organising one high profile 
initiative that can gain the attention of the media, and obtain support from 
the surrounding community. 

4.  This "Youth Group" liaise closely with the Welshpool Advisory Group who 
can offer advice and support in the form of mentoring.
